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Abstract

The English curriculum needs to cultivate students’ core literacy, including language proficiency,
thinking quality, cultural awareness and learning ability. Teachers in the teaching process through
the implementation of learning and understanding, application and practice, transfer and innova-
tion activities, and guide students to participate in teaching activities independently and dynami-
cally, in order to promote the continuous development of the core literacy in the whole process of
learning.
