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Abstract

The infiltration of moral education in primary school physical education is of positive significance
to the development of students’ sports core quality and the promotion of students’ overall quality.
To carry out the analysis on the infiltration of moral education in primary school physical educa-
tion can further understand the importance of teachers and the implementation of moral educa-
tion. By using the methods of literature, interview, questionnaire and mathematical statistics, this
paper analyzes the current situation of moral education infiltration in primary school physical
education in Rongjiang New District of Ganzhou City. This paper mainly focuses on the importance
of PE Teachers’ moral education penetration, the implementation of PE moral education penetra-
tion, the implementation effect of PE moral education penetration, and the influencing factors of
PE moral education penetration. The results show that: primary school physical education teach-
ers pay less attention to moral education infiltration, the implementation of moral education in-
filtration is not in place, the effect of moral education infiltration is not ideal, and the development
of moral education infiltration is affected by many factors. Suggestions: relevant departments should
strengthen publicity and promotion to improve the importance of sports moral education, schools
should formulate implementation plans to promote the infiltration of sports moral education, teach-
ers should pay attention to students’ personality characteristics to carry out the infiltration of moral
education, and grades should carry out the evaluation of sports moral education to formulate ref-
erence standards. Through the research, we can further improve the attention of PE teachers to
the infiltration of moral education, and provide some valuable reference materials for the devel-
opment of the infiltration of moral education, which can be used in PE teaching.
