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Abstract

With the implementation of China’s rural revitalization strategy and the aggravation of the trend
of population ageing, the issue of rural old-age care in China has become a major social issue of
great concern at present. The solution of the rural old-age care problem is related to the happiness
index of the elderly in China’s rural areas, and is also an important part of the smooth implemen-
tation of the rural revitalization strategy. This paper firstly analyses the current situation and
mode of rural old-age care in China, secondly analyses the difficulties faced by rural old-age care
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in China from four aspects, such as filial culture, medical care and old-age care facilities, and final-
ly puts forward countermeasures that are conducive to solving the rural old-age care problem in
China. Only through an in-depth understanding of the problems of rural old-age care can we find
the right remedy to solve the problems, break through traditional concepts, improve the current
situation of rural old-age care in China and promote the implementation of the rural revitalization
strategy.
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
