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Abstract

In the field of political science, the concept of state is very important. However, although it occu-
pies the core in the field of political science and is ubiquitous, the academic community still lacks a
clear consensus on the main measures of a country. Scholars in the field of political science have
great differences on the understanding of the country; they have limited consensuses on how to
measure the size of a country. Some scholars have suggested that the population, economic indi-
cators, military forces and other variables should be used to measure the size of a country, but
there is no consensus. This paper demonstrates the necessity of unifying the definition of the scale
of a country, and points out that the most effective and reasonable way to measure the scale of a
country is to measure the territorial area under the control by the country. It is not appropriate to
use any other variables to measure the scale of a country.
