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Abstract

Under the conditions of the new historical period, campus culture has become the focus of ideo-
logical and political education in colleges and universities. Especially in recent years, with the
proposal of the educational concept of “Building Morality and Cultivating People”, colleges and
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universities around the campus culture construction, also pay more and more attention to the cul-
tivation of students’ comprehensive moral quality. Therefore, the construction of campus culture
based on the perspective of Building Morality and Cultivating People has become an important
task in the construction of spiritual civilization in China’s colleges. On the one hand, the construc-
tion of campus culture conforms to the implementation of the new national education concept,
and on the other hand, based on Building Morality and Cultivating People, the campus culture un-
der the concept can cultivate talents with both ability and political integrity that are beneficial to
society and the country. After analyzing the actual situation of campus culture construction in
China, this paper points out some problems in the construction of campus culture from the pers-
pective of Building Morality and Cultivating People, and puts forward some improvement strate-
gies for reference.
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
