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Abstract

Abandoned women’s poetry is a major category of Chinese classical poetry. Both The Book of Songs
and The Han Dynasty successfully created a group of abandoned women with distinct personali-
ties and different shapes and colors. In addition to the similar tragic characteristics, The Book of
Songs and The Han Dynasty also have great differences. This paper classifies the images of aban-
doned women in the two works, compares their similarities and differences by sorting out the types
of images of abandoned women in the two works, and then explores the causes of their different
tragedies.
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
