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Abstract

Fairy tales play an important role in children’s socialization process, but it is a pity that they are
more or less tainted with gender-privileging ideas, which makes it significant to study the gender
issues within them. Besides, gender studies have primarily focused on gender differences from so-
ciological, cultural and feminist perspectives. Based on the theory of transitivity, this study ana-
lyzes the gender discourse in Snow White and Sleeping Beauty, which are two modern fairy tales,
in an attempt to reveal the gender discourse in Grimm’s fairy tales and the possible influence of
these gender discourses on readers.
