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Abstract

Huangshan City in Anhui Province is not only an emerging international excellent tourism city,
one of the first batch of national tourism reform and innovation pilot areas, but also a famous city
of world natural and cultural heritage. As a common carrier and place of the city, leisure tourism
plays an important role in promoting urban development. Taking the famous historical block
“Tunxi Old Street” as an example, combined with the prominent characteristics of tourism func-
tion in Huangshan City, this paper combs the change history of the old street and the current situ-
ation of the utilization of functional space, and obtains its existing problems, analyzes its renewal
from the macro and micro levels, highlights the leisure and tourism functions as an important
means and planning content of urban renewal, discusses the importance of leisure and tourism
function planning in the development of urban renewal, and hopes to provide reference for the
renewal of other similar cities or urban blocks.
