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Abstract

The geographical scope of Hulun Buir in the Qing Dynasty was different from that of the current
Hulun Buir League, which only included the area west of the Greater Khingan Range. During the
reign of Emperor Yongzheng and the late reign of Emperor Guangxu, Hulun Buir emigrated twice
in Qing Dynasty, which was of great significance. This article mainly discusses the background and
process of the two migrations, and compares them from the perspectives of the nature of the im-
migrants and the effects they have had, in order to highlight the role of border residents in border
areas, with a view to providing historical lessons for safeguarding the security and development of
contemporary Chinese border areas.
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
