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Abstract

On December 1, 2022, the “Anti Telecom Network Fraud Law of the People’s Republic of China”
was officially implemented. Article 47 of this law introduces the civil public interest litigation sys-
tem, reflecting the laying of the entire chain governance path of telecommunications network
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fraud in the field of civil justice. It is a reasonable compensation for the legal interests of tele-
communications network fraud victims and an effective connection between personal information
protection and anti telecommunications network fraud. The People’s Procuratorate’s filing of a
civil public interest lawsuit against telecommunications network fraud needs to meet the condi-
tions of fulfilling its duties in combating telecommunications network fraud, and damaging na-
tional and public interests. The protection of interests in civil public interest litigation against tel-
ecommunications network fraud should be fully reflected in litigation requests, including but not
limited to compensation for damages, with the characteristics of anti fraud tracing governance
and source prevention.
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
