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Abstract

The number of international students studying in China has increased exponentially with the in-
troduction of policies such as the “Belt and Road” and “Study in China”. In order to better serve our
country’s overseas study, we investigated the degree of international students’ satisfaction about
teaching and explored its influencing factors. The survey results show that the longer internation-
al students have come to China, the lower their satisfaction with the school; the lower the English
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level of teachers and the satisfaction of the classroom atmosphere; the teacher factors, learning
environment factors, classroom factors, self-learning factors, and learning support factors have a
significant impact on the international students’ satisfaction with teaching. Based on the above
conclusions, we have made a number of suggestions on how to improve the teaching satisfaction of
international students and how international students can better adapt to the study and life in
China.
