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Abstract

The novel Wuthering Heights is analyzed through the corpus retrieval tools and the theory of cor-
pus stylistics based on the self-constructed Wuthering Heights corpus and the comparative corpus
of ten English novels in 19t century. The methods of retrieving keyword list, concordance plot,
and clusters are applied to investigate the novel in four aspects: plots, themes, stylistics and cha-
racters. The appearance frequency and distribution patterns of the novelist language confirm the
Gothic feature of the novel itself, which also show the huge potential of applying corpus in literary
criticism field.
