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Abstract

Compared with Flaubert's Parrot, A History of the World in 10 1/2 Chapters and A Sense of Ending,
contemporary British novelist Julian Barnes’s debut novel Metroland has obviously received little
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critical attention. As a matter of fact, the novel’s abundant themes recur in his later works. This
paper, by analyzing the construction of subjectivity of Metroland’s two protagonists Chris and Toni,
intends to discuss how external factors like language, books, the other and social culture dynami-
cally construct Chris and Toni’s subjectivity, which can then unveil Barnes’s objective assessment
of the human condition. The paper argues that influenced by the ever-changing external factors,
human subjectivity, instead of being something transcendent, fixed and essential controlled by the
individuals, is actually fluid and dynamic, possessed by external forces.
