Currently, there is a certain gap be-
tween the actual level of junior high school English writing and the requirements of the curricu-
lum, one of the reasons is the problem of writing evaluation. Portfolio evaluation is a diversified
evaluation method that emphasizes the diversity of evaluation subjects and processes, and places
greater emphasis on the process of student writing and participation in student evaluation.
