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Abstract

College mathematics plays an extremely important role in improving students’ logical thinking
ability, derivation ability and innovation ability. Due to the complexity and abstraction of college
mathematics, many college students think that learning college mathematics is difficult and that
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learning college mathematics is meaningless. Therefore, students have an extremely low interest
in learning college mathematics and a serious lack of initiative and enthusiasm. This article, based
on the current situation of ideological and political courses in mathematics courses in science and
engineering colleges and universities, deeply interprets the necessity of ideological and political
construction of mathematics courses in science and engineering colleges and universities, and
discusses the significance of ideological and political course construction.
