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Abstract

This article mainly elaborates on the teaching of whole book reading in high school Chinese lan-
guage from the perspective of core literacy. In the context of the new curriculum reform, it is ne-
cessary to comprehensively cultivate students’ core literacy in high school Chinese language teach-
ing, and fully practice whole book reading teaching during the teaching period.
