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Abstract

Because of the general wording of notice of assignment of Creditor’s right in article 546 of the Civil
Code, there is a great controversy on whether the assignee of creditor’s right can give effective no-
tice of assignment of Creditor’s right in practice and theory. Firstly, the Civil Code does not prohi-
bit the assignee from giving notice. In the field of civil law which respects the autonomy of will, it is
not inappropriate for the assignee to give notice of assignment of Creditor’s rights. Second, the as-
signee is more concerned about the performance of the creditor than the creditor, in the case of
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the creditor deliberately delay notice or multiple assignment of the creditor, the assignee notifica-
tion has its necessity. Third, if there is a corresponding supporting system to protect the transac-
tion security, allowing creditors notice is conducive to promote the flow of claims, improve trans-
action efficiency. It is not inappropriate for the assignee to be the qualified subject of the notice of
assignment of Creditor’s rights, and its emphasis is on the system construction of the effective no-
tice of assignment of Creditor’s rights by the assignee.
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
