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Abstract

Sitcoms integrate and develop with each other in constant communication, and are popular with au-
diences because of their humor and close to life. Of course, this is inseparable from their humorous
language style. Therefore, verbal humor in sitcoms has attracted the attention of many scholars. In
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this paper, the most popular American sitcom “Friends” is selected as the research material. Lines
from 10 episodes of this work are selected as the research material. With the theoretical support of
the principles of cooperation and politeness, qualitative and quantitative research methods are
adopted to analyze the humorous language in this work. This paper finds that most of the humor in
sitcoms is produced by violating the principles of cooperation and politeness. All in all, this study
is helpful for audiences to better understand and appreciate sitcoms and verbal humor. At the same
time, it also helps language learners to further explore the deep roots of the generation of verbal
humor.
