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Abstract

Marx’s view of common prosperity is based on dialectical materialism and historical materialism,
and runs through the criticism of the essence of capitalist production and exploitation and the
conception of a future communist ideal society. “The Critique of the Gotha Program” is a classic
work that embodies the principles of scientific socialism. It systematically summarizes the three
historical tasks that need to be completed to achieve common prosperity: developing productive
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forces is the material prerequisite for common prosperity, improving the income distribution
system is the key path to common prosperity, and safeguarding people’s democratic rights is the
political guarantee for common prosperity. By exploring the Marxist concept of common prosper-
ity contained in the Critique of the Gotha Program, we can deepen our understanding of the source
of the theory of common prosperity and strengthen our belief in the future path of common pros-

perity.
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
