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Abstract

In order to explore the manifestation of identity-agency, this study conducted a qualitative case
study by selecting a novice English teacher in a rural senior high school as a typical case. The study
reveals that developing professional perceptions, improving professional abilities, concentrating
on teaching and negotiating one’s conflict with school constitute the manifestation of teacher’
