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Abstract

The “Art Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 Edition)” focuses on core compe-
tencies, emphasizes the need to strengthen situational creation and problem design, and culti-
vates students’ ability to solve practical problems in real situations. The new curriculum stan-
dards have specific and detailed requirements for “situational teaching”. This article explores how
to carry out situational teaching in primary school music classrooms from the perspective of the
new curriculum standards, and explores how to implement effective situational teaching strate-
gies.
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
