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Abstract
Interdisciplinary theme teaching is the latest attempt of English teaching in primary schools, and
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it is an important way to promote the reform of English teaching in primary schools. The use of
interdisciplinary subject-based teaching can maximize the mobilization of teaching resources,
thus improving the efficiency of English teaching and classroom quality.
