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Abstract

College English is committed to cultivating students’ comprehensive English application ability,
especially their listening and speaking ability, so that students can effectively communicate in
English in their future work and social communication, and at the same time college English edu-
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cation can make students attain international talents with broad vision and outstanding ability.
However, at present, college students from quite a lot of universities have low interest in college
English classes. Teachers only pay attention to the teaching of theoretical knowledge in class, but
ignore the “emotional” interaction with students.
