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Abstract

The “UGS” model in Shanwei’s rural summer camps aims to improve education quality and pre-
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serve intangible cultural heritage. This approach immerses rural children in these traditions,
sparking interest and fostering cultural transmission. The article analyzes the current situation
and problems of intangible cultural heritage entering the campus, and evaluates the feasibility of
this model.
