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Abstract

Most of the selected articles of classical Chinese in senior high school textbooks are beautiful in
quality and full of ancient culture. As an important carrier to inherit and carry forward Chinese
excellent traditional culture, classical Chinese in senior high school is not only the focus of senior
high school Chinese teaching, but also the teaching difficulty. As far as the current classical Chinese
teaching is concerned, there are still some problems, such as heavy teaching tasks, teaching design
divorced from “learning situation” and students’ low enthusiasm. According to the concept of
“taking core literacy as the foundation and promoting the deep reform of Chinese curriculum” in
the new curriculum standard, active and effective situation creation can provide new ideas for ex-
ploring classical Chinese teaching in senior high schools. Therefore, this paper takes classical Chi-
nese teaching in senior high school as the object, and discusses the creation of situational teaching
strategies in classical Chinese teaching in senior high school from the perspective of situational
teaching.
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
