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Abstract: To explore the status quo of child-rearing practices of parents born in the 1980s and its relationship
to parenting Locus of control for children, a total of 442 parents born in the 1980s were investigated by using
The Child-Rearing Practices Report (CRPR) and The Parenting Locus of Control Scale (PLOC). The results
showed that: 1) In the child-rearing practices of parents born in the 1980s, the practice of acceptance had the
largest proportion, followed by encouragement of achievement. The smallest percentage was the practice of
rejection; 2) In the attribution of the success or failure of education for children, responsibility of parents had
the highest scores, and parental efficacy had the lowest scores; 3) The parents who were only one child and
the parents who were not only one child born in 1980s had significant difference of protection & concern
(CRPR), control by child and fortune/chance; 4) Acceptance, encouragement of achievement and encour-
agement of independence of CRPR had significant positive correlates with responsibility of parents and con-
trol by child of PLOC. Rejection, punishment orientation and protection & concern of CRPR had significant
positive correlates with all the five factors of PLOC.
