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Abstract

The aim of the present study was to explore the effects of exposure to slim images on actual food
intake in relation to female college students who were divided into successful restraint eaters,
unsuccessful restraint eaters and nondieters. Normal weight female students (N = 142) were ex-
posed to a 30-min movie clip featuring beautiful girls. The main effect was found on actual food
intake. Unsuccessful restraint eaters tended to eat more in both conditions compared with the
other groups. The result provides support both for the disinhibition effect and for the reinhibition
theory of slim media images.
