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Abstract

Identity status theory proposed by Marcia (1966) dominated identity researches, while it is diffi-
cult to explain the process of identity development. Dual-cycle model proposed by Luyckx et al.
(2006a, 2008a), taking into account the identity process and results, expanded and revised the
identity status theory. Some people can’t make a long-term future decision constantly and be
trapped in ruminative exploration due to individual or environmental factors during the identity
development process, triggering a series of psycho-social problems. Ruminative exploration has
specific performance, formation process and some effective coping strategies. Young people in
modern society have a growing need for guidance and support to promote them to get through
ruminative exploration and identity crisis. Understanding the performance and mechanisms of
identity development process and ruminative exploration thoroughly can help individuals better
grasp the regular patterns of growth and gain complete self-development.
