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Abstract

Moral sensibility refers to the ability of an individual to detect moral cues in a situation as deter-
mined by cognitive factors such as individual experience, existing morality, and the ability to rec-
ognize that a behavior is an unethical behavior, logically occurring as an ethical behavior. The ini-
tial status of the psychological component plays a decisive role in the process of producing moral
behavior, and is influenced by many factors such as gender and moral schema. The measurement
of moral sensitivity has gradually become more diversified, including interviews, questionnaires,
FMRI, etc., and the corresponding research results have been obtained in different fields. However,
the study of the main road of moral development needs further improvement and strengthening.
