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Abstract

In recent years, there have been more and more researches on intimacy in China. This research
mainly discusses the research on intimacy with university students as subjects. Throughout the 20
years of domestic research on intimacy among university students, they mainly divide their research
into four aspects: 1) Attachment style; 2) Personality aspects, which mainly include self-esteem,
self-disclosure and personality theory; 3) Family education; 4) Internet media. This paper analyz-
es the research situation of domestic college students’ intimate relationship from these three as-
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pects, and on this basis provides ideas and inspiration for future college students’ intimate rela-
tionship research.
