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Abstract

Based on CiteSpace visualized analysis of 188 articles on bereavement and grief in CNKI database
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from 2006 to 2022, it is found that since 2006, domestic research on bereavement and grief has
experienced initial exploration and explosive growth stage, and now enters a plateau. At the level
of author/institution cooperation, there are weak links between core research groups, a large
number of isolated studies, and lack of long-term effective cooperation. The research focused on
grief counseling, bereavement, grief, social work and other topics, and the research objects, re-
lated influencing factors, and grief therapy methods have been expanded. Therefore, collaboration
between researchers and institutions should be strengthened in the future research, and other
hotspots should be further developed.
