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Abstract

In the supervision of psychological counseling, the supervisee does not disclose his/her informa-
tion, which will seriously affect the supervision process and effect, and ultimately endanger the
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welfare of clients. At present, the nondisclosure of supervisee is mainly divided into intentional
nondisclosure and unintentional nondisclosure, clinical related nondisclosure and supervision re-
lated nondisclosure, passive nondisclosure, active nondisclosure and distracting nondisclosure.
These nondisclosure behaviors are mainly affected by relationship factors, individual factors and
supervision settings. After summing up previous studies, we found some deficiencies in the re-
search of nondisclosure in psychological counseling supervision. Future research needs to explore
the impact of social orientation in Chinese culture on the nondisclosure of the supervisee, explore
the mechanism of the nondisclosure impact of the supervisee’s training level, optimize the ques-
tionnaire design, increase the research sample, improve the representativeness of the sample, and
explore the mechanism of the nondisclosure of the supervisee on the supervision relationship, ef-
fect, and satisfaction.
