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Abstract

In order to consolidate the achievements of poverty alleviation and actively address the issue of
population aging, the focus is on rural areas, and the biggest weakness is also in rural areas. The
aging and hollowing out of the population in villages make the elderly the main foundation of ru-
ral governance.
