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Abstract

China officially entered the aging society at the end of 1999. Compared with other countries in the
world, China’s aging shows the characteristics of a large number of elderly people and a fast aging
rate. Therefore, China’s aging task is also the most serious. Many developed countries such as Eu-
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rope and the United States have entered the aging society in the sixties and seventies of the last cen-
tury, because the long-term low fertility rate is the main reason for most countries to enter the aging
society. Foreign countries pay more attention to fertility support when dealing with the challenge of
aging. This paper summarizes the fertility support policies of Japan, South Korea and the United
States, in order to provide some inspiration for fertility support in the context of aging in China.
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
