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Abstract

According to the data of the seventh population census, Guiyang city is facing the problems of in-
creasing proportion of elderly population, rapid aging, increase in the number of empty-nesters,
and low literacy level. In view of this, based on the statistics and analyses of the current situation
of population aging and its characteristics in Guiyang, this study puts forward suggestions such as
strengthening the promotion of fertility policy, encouraging re-employment of the elderly, and
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bringing in talented people to balance the demographic structure, which are important references
for Guiyang City and other similar areas to actively cope with the problem of population aging.
