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Abstract

The paper borrows the theory about the intertwining of knowledge and power which is taken
from Foucault by analysis of the difference between professional social work and voluntary ser-
vice to describe the reason of social work’s predicament from the three aspects including the
main body of service, the way of service and the object of service. At the end, the paper puts
forward some proposals from building social work service and social interaction mechanism of
voluntary service, strengthening the construction of the training system of social work profes-
sionals and “social worker and volunteers” linkage mechanism with a view to promoting the
development of professional social work practice environment, and realizing the localization of
social work.
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
