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Abstract

The governance of colleges and universities in China has an obvious tendency or characteristic of
“administration”, and also presents an obvious social form of acquaintance. The existence of social
forms of acquaintances in colleges and universities has an extremely important influence on the
governance structure, governance process and political ecology of universities.
