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Abstract

Scientific industrial theory plays an important guiding role in the sustainable development of cul-
tural and creative industry. Through the analysis of the theoretical works of the cultural and crea-
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tive industry in China, the research status of the theory of the cultural and creative industry in
China is sorted out, and it is found that the research content focuses on the basic concept, devel-
opment course, resource status, market operation, industrial value chain, domestic and foreign
practices. The existing problems mainly include: 1) Theoretical research lags behind industrial
practice; 2) The research paradigm has not been unified, and there are differences in theoretical
concepts; 3) The unbalanced development of theoretical research in different regions is promi-
nent; 4) With similar research themes, applied theoretical research tends to be mainstream.
