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Abstract

The economic benefit of knowledge is destroyed when employees choose to hide it. Therefore, the
research on the generation and influence mechanism of knowledge hiding has been widely con-
cerned by scholars. In organizational context, leaders are in the advantageous position of inter-
personal relationship, so employees are deeply influenced by leadership conducts. However, few
relevant literatures show the research results of knowledge hiding from the perspective of lea-
dership factors. Through a systematic review of existing literature, this paper combs the leader-
ship effects in knowledge hiding from four levels cover theoretical basis, leadership antecedents,
intermediate mechanism and boundary conditions, analyzes the shortcomings of existing research,
and puts forward future prospects and management suggestions.
