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Abstract

The life-oriented teaching of “morality and rule of law” is helpful to implement the new curricu-
lum reform idea, improve the teaching effect and promote the all-round development of students.
Through questionnaires, interviews and other methods on the youjiang area M middle school “mo-
rality and the rule of law” life-oriented teaching present situation research, reveals the main prob-
lems, which did not attach enough importance to the life-oriented teaching, the development of
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the life-oriented teaching method is relatively single, life-oriented teaching content is not close to the
students’ life and the life of teaching resources, and analysis the cause of the problem. On this basis,
the corresponding countermeasures are put forward, that is, to improve teachers’ understanding of
the importance of life-oriented teaching, use a variety of methods to carry out life-oriented teaching,
design life-oriented teaching content based on the actual situation of students, and use diversified
teaching resources, in order to optimize the life-oriented teaching effect of “morality and rule of
law” course in M Middle School of Youjiang District.
