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Abstract

In China, after receiving a sentence, the offender is also subject to a series of provisions prohibit-
ing, depriving or restricting his or her rights and interests, which constitute a system of rules
known as the system of “consequences attached to the crime”. In the course of its actual operation,
the system has been plagued by many irregularities and has neglected to safeguard the rights and
interests of offenders. The reasons for this are as follows: the value orientation of the system,
which is based on risk prevention, is biased; the design of the system has abandoned the basic
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principle of accountability; there is a lack of due social care, and the problem of re-socialization of
offenders is disregarded; and the bias of people’s moral evaluation has led the system’s develop-
ment in the wrong direction. In this regard, it is necessary, on the one hand, to regulate the subs-
tantive aspects of the system, for example, by clarifying the types of consequences attached to the
crime and by prohibiting their application to the relatives of the offender, and so on. On the other
hand, it is necessary to regulate the procedural aspects of the system, such as establishing a sta-
tute of limitations and providing avenues of redress for offenders.
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
