Based on Emile, and taking Rousseau’s personal experience, social environment of his time and his
other related works into consideration, this dissertation presents a comprehensive and profound
interpretation of Rousseau’s idea of natural education in detail, and also discusses if this concept
is still appropriate nowadays.
