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Abstract

Originated in the U.S., Flipped Classroom encourages students to engage more initiatives in aca-
demic study while the teacher plays the role of the guide in this practice. This essay explores ap-
plication of “Flipped Classroom” Mode in Comprehensive English Class for translation majors in a
