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Abstract

Subject integration teaching is the inherent requirement of the curriculum reform of basic edu-
cation in our country, which helps to promote the development of students’ comprehensive
ability. Based on the Content and Language integration teaching (CLIL) model, this paper discusses
the current situation and causes of the integration of English and Chinese subjects in senior high
school, and how to achieve the cultivation of students’ cultural consciousness through the inte-
gration of English and Chinese subjects in senior high school English teaching. Through the ex-
isting literature, questionnaire survey and case analysis, it is found that most senior high school
English teachers have a high acceptance of integrated teaching in English classrooms, but in con-
crete practice, only a few English teachers have tried to integrate teaching in English classrooms.
In view of the above phenomenon, this paper selects three typical teaching designs in FLTRP high
school English textbooks for analysis, and finds out that the integration of English and Chinese
subjects in high school can be effectively promoted under the CLIL concept by following mul-
ti-dimensional target integration, two-way analysis content integration, problem-focused methods
and combination of evaluation methods, so as to achieve the goal of cultivating students’ cultural
consciousness.
