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Abstract

Religion has played a very important role in the development of human history because of its own
mysterious garb. Although Marx did not specifically study religion in a systematic way, his view of
religion or his criticism of religion is an important part of Marxist philosophy and an indispensa-
ble part of Marx’s ideological transformation.
