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Abstract

Litigation property preservation liability insurance has been widely used in civil litigation pre-
servation procedures in recent years, providing assistance in solving the problem of difficult ex-
ecutions. Contrary to the prospect of its wide application, there are still a large number of prob-
lems in practice that have yet to be clarified.
