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Abstract

With the continuous improvement of the public’s demand for culture, the traditional design model
of children’s reading space has brought challenges. This paper mainly focuses on the current situ-
ation of children’s reading space in China, and puts forward the problems of single functional par-
tition and unreasonable flow of people. On the one hand, it is influenced by technological means

and designer concepts, and on the other hand, it is limited by the specific needs of children, creat-
ing an interesting and diverse space. In view of these problems, the design should take the child-
ren’s aesthetic perspective as the starting point, focus on cultivating the interest in reading, ex-
plore the fun, interactivity, space combination and color matching of the children’s reading expe-
rience hall, break the traditional library on the basis of the children’s reading space, and expand
from a single children’s borrowing book space to a multi-functional children’s activity space, so
that the functions can be integrated with each other. Guiding children to perceive the world through
“reading and playing” and exploring multiple imaginations plays a beneficial role in children’s
healthy growth and development. It opens the door to imagination and creativity for them, inhe-
rits the virtues of tranquility and self-cultivation in traditional Chinese culture, and allows crea-
tivity and imagination to build a better future.
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
