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Abstract

With the development of financial globalization, investment banking businesses, which have been
used as an important part of commercial banks to improve the level of profitability and enhance
financial innovation capability, are increasingly subject to the attention of domestic commercial
banks. In order to adapt to the changes in the financial market of the traditional commercial
banking business challenges and market competition and to meet a full range of financial services
of customers, vigorously developing investment banking business and docking capital market
businesses and commercial banking businesses is an effective strategic choice for China's com-
mercial banks to cope with the challenges, cultivate its core competitiveness and promote its
business structure adjustment. For the commercial banks still stay in the exploratory stage of the
investment banking business, there are still a number of issues that need to be paid attention to.
