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Abstract

Confucian culture has been passed down for thousands of years and has had a profound impact on
shaping and influencing the values and norms of behavior in traditional Chinese society, so traces
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of Confucian culture can often be found in Chinese folklore landscapes. Confucian culture and fol-
klore interact with each other, with Confucianism providing the basic values and behavioral
norms for China’s folklore traditions, and the practice of folklore further reinforcing the transmis-
sion and development of these values and norms. Studying the folklore landscape under the in-
fluence of Confucian culture in Qufu City as an example is of great value for the inheritance and
development of Confucian culture and folklore. Firstly, the article briefly describes the concepts of
folk landscape and landscape genes. Secondly, the relationship between Confucian culture and
folklore, and the causes and manifestations of the influence of Confucian culture on folklore are
elaborated. Then, taking Qufu City as an example, the extraction of Confucian culture landscape
genes and the construction of genealogical maps are carried out on folklore. Finally, the folklore
landscape genes of Qufu City under the influence of Confucian culture are analyzed.
