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Abstract

In the view of social constructionism, the construction of pragmatic identity is dynamic. As the
attribute of identity, image also owns the dynamic feature in the construction process. By com-
paring the frequencies of the first-person singular pronouns, the first-person plural pronouns and
the second person pronouns used in Obama’s speeches made in the fields of politics and education,
this research analyzes the differences of image construction and pragmatic empathy effect created
by person deixis, which can offer new ideas to speechmakers.
